· One sense of place, the other Moving lights at Night / Motion
· One IPAD / PHONE Moving lights at night
Moving Lights at Night  
· Use 400 speed film

· Set aperture to F5.6 or F8
· You will not use your light meter for this, instead you will use your own watch.
· Set your shutter speed on B and point it at car lights, street lights, any lights (candles, flashlights, penlights…) and expose for 30 seconds or longer, try different exposures of 1 minute, or even 2 minutes.
· Make designs with your camera, or let the car lights make the designs.
	



	




Night Photography
· Use 400 speed film

· Set your shutter speed on B and point it at your scene and expose for 30 seconds or longer, try different exposures of 1 minute, or even 2 minutes.
·  If you want your backgrounds clear, use a smaller aperture.
· Hold your camera steady OR use a tripod to get the background (buildings…) clear.
